(UPI) - Packs of neo­
N azis ransacked and 
set ablaze refugee 
shelters in eastern 
Germany yesterday. 

And in western Ger­
many, several hundred 
neo-fascists clashed 
with leftist groups in 
violent battles. 

Police arrested 29 
young people in four 
attacks against homes 
for people seeking 
political asylum in 
eastern Germany. 

Six were held in the 
city of Zittau, after 20 
to 30 skinheads 
smashed windows and 
spray-painted swas­
tikas and slogans like 
"Foreigners out" onto 
the walls of a shelter 
for Romanian refu­
gees. 

In the city of Leis­
nig, one person was 
injured when a group 
of neo-Nazis smashed 
windows with Molotov 
cocktails, setting 
ablaze a political asy­
lum shelter ..
