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"So the Jew becomes the world's absolute champion in the art of being a 
chameleon. In America, he is the original model of the American, devouring apple pies, yelling at the umpire at ball games and even joining the Unitarian 
church to parade around in the suburbs like the gay on Sunday. In England he becomes "royalty," with a title and the rank of knight or duke. In Spain he 
hollers "Ole!" at the bullfight and becomes a Don. In pre-World War II, some Jews even tried to be "Nazis." But underneath the Jew is still there, and when the 
crisis arrives, the Jew will out. He is a Jew first-then an American or a Spaniard."

Commander Delivers Letter to Danish Embassy 
The Commander and a delegation of National Headquarters-area National Socialists, accompanied by a Storm troop escort, delivered a letter protesting the harassment of officers of the Danish National Socialist Union to the Danish Embassy in Washington, D.C., on 22 January. Because of the astronomical Negroidal crime rate of our nation's capital, the Danish Embassy keeps its doors locked 24 hours a day, and only opens them when embassy officials are sure that it is safe to do so. When the embassy officials saw the Commander and the comrades accompanying him, they decided that, in this case, discretion was the better part of valor, and refused to unlock the doors. 

While dozens of embassy employees gawked at the National Socialists assembled on their front door-step, the Commander spoke to a Danish diplomatic officer through an intercom system. So unnerved were the embassy personnel by the presence of the NS delegation, that they would not unlock their doors even long 
enough for the Commander to hand them the letter of protest, 
but instead instructed him to slip it under the door! 

The letter, addressed to the Danish ambassador to the United 
States, Otto R. Borch, is reproduced here.

ACTIVITIES IN BRIEF 
e On 15 January, Comrades Arthur Jones and Sandra Osvatic spoke to two groups of 100 students at Eisenhower High School, in 
New Berlin, Wis. Their presentation went over so well with the first group that they were asked to stay and speak to the following 
class. Each of the 200 students were given a copy of WHITE POWER, as well as a selection of Party leaflets. The two National 
Socialists were also interviewed by the school newspaper. That interview is reproduced here . 

• Chicago Unit I distributed the greatest number of copies of WHITE POWER during the month of January. Over 1,000 issues of 
the Party paper were passed out in Berwyn, Chicago and Cicero.

The 
interview was videotaped for future use at the college, and there is some possibility that it will be aired over a local UHF television 
station. 

e An interview with Minneapolis Party Leader Steve Martinson and Eric Johanson of the Midwest Regional Headquarters appeared 
in the Minnesota Daily, a newspaper published by the University of Minnesota, on 15 January. 

e At the monthly meeting held by the Richard Biederman Unit, Unit Leader Steve Martinson announced the creation of an 
election fund and a fund to purchase a copy of Triumph of the Will for the unit.

The first members of the Party's new board of trustees were nominated in January, and will be officially sworn in at the next Party 
congress. More comrades are scheduled to be nominated to the board in the upcoming months.

ORGANIZER'S NOTEBOOI< 
How to Handle News Interviews 
Often Party organizers will be approached by newsmen and asked to explain the Party's position on some matter or another. It is important that those comrades designated to represent the Party present the best and most professional public image when dealing with the news media. 

Here are five basic do's and five basic don'ts to keep in mind when giving news interviews. While they will not cover all the questions you may have on the subject, they should give you a good basis to start from. Any further questions you have on this matter should be refered to National Headquarters in Arlington. 

Five Basic Do's 

1. Be prepared. Know your subject thoroughly. If you don't, you can embarrass both the Party and yourself. Anticipate the reporter's questions. 

2. Be yourself, be open and above all be honest. Phoniness is magnified many times over, especially on television. Don't twist the facts, even a little bit. A half truth is also a half lie. It is imperative that you establish and keep your personal credibility and the credibility of the Party. 

3. Be brief. Formulate in your mind the answer to any forseeable questions. Put the important points up front. If you don't, the important points may be edited out. Use understandable English. 

4. Before the interview, ask the reporter what general areas will be covered, but not what specific questions will be asked. If you flub the response, ask the reporter to stop the interview so you can answer from the beginning. 

5. Stress the positive. Always attempt to portray the Movement in the most attractive light. Show that you are an intelligent, serious, committed National Socialist, not a two-bit punk or a Hollywood "Nazi." Avoid using racial invective (for example, "kike" and "nigger"). 

Five Basic Don'ts 

1. Don't try to be funny. Odds are that attempts at humor will backfire. Play it straight and play it natural. 

2. Never say "no comment." That will make it appear that you are trying to hide something, even if you're not. If you cannot answer a given question, clearly explain why. 

3. Don't lose your cool. If you do, you're likely to flub badly. Most reporters will try to get you off balance. Keep your composure, no matter how difficult that is. 

4. Whenever possible, wear a suit and tie for interviews. Do not, however, wear loud ties, bold pants or herringbone or houndstooth patterns for a television interview. Lights and reflections can cause distortion and detract from what you are saying. Make sure that you are well-groomed, that is, that your hair is neatly trimmed and combed, and that you are well-shaven. If you do not have a suit, wear your ST uniform. Make sure that that, too, is squared away. 

5. Don't sit back and complain about the "Jewish news media" if you are misquoted or otherwise treated unjustly-do something about it. Go calmly to the editor (or producer), not the reporter, and set forth your complaints. Ask the editor to talk to the reporter and then get back to you. Treat the media just as you would treat a business associate-with respect. There is no way you can win by browbeating or antagonizing the media.
