Leaflet Bombardment of Nation's Capital 
A flood of National Socialist leaflets was dropped from an unidentified airplane over Washington, D.C. and part of Virginia 
and Maryland on the evening of April first. Police and news media officials estimated over l 00,000 leaflers were dropped. 
Reports reached Headquarters that the following leaflets were rained on Washington and its suburbs: "Heah Come de Rev­
erend," a new Party leaflet about the criminal record of Ralph Abernathy, "Stop the Slaughter," a leaflet demanding an end 
to Jewish aggression in the Middle East, "Had Enough, Whitey?" a leaflet-for White students fed up with Black terrorism in 
America's colleges, "The Real Rroblem in D.C.," and "Special Rights for Black Savag\:s,"

White Power Leaflets 
Dropped on Suburbs 

Leaflets printed by a white 
power group in Arlington were 
dropped over Washington sub­
urbs yesterday by a light 
plane, bringing a rash of com­
plaints to police in Montgom­
ery County and Alexandria. 

The anti-Negro leaflets were 
listed as corning from the Na­
tional Socialist White People's 
party, 2507 N. Franklin Road, 
Arlington. The leaflets gave a 
number to call for a "White 
Power Message."

plane except to say it was "a 
valiant way to distribute leaf­
lets to a public denied access 
by the newspapers." 

Robert Lloyd, executive offi­
cer of the organization, said he 
"had heard that over 100,000 
were dropped" but refused to 
say whether his group was re­
sponsible. 

A Federal Aviation Admiri~­
tration spokesman said an cf. 
fort was made to tracl< the 
plane by radar without suc­
cess. A legal aide there said 
the dropping of leaflets did not 
violate federal safety laws. 



In less than half an hour after the leaflet drop, news of the incident was broadcast on the nation-wide "Huntley-Brinkley Re­
port." In addition, the story made major headlines the next day. Although there was no evidence connecting the NSWPP 
with the leaflet drop, angry Jews demanded an investigation by the Federal Aeronautics Administration to determine the 
identity of the pilot who made the flight. FAA officials declined to investigate on the grounds that they have no laws out­
lawing dissemination of literature by airplane. The only laws violated, according to Washington, Maryland and Virginia police 
departments, were local littering ord:inances which carry a maximum $50.00 fine. Consequently, they also declined an in­
vestigation. 

Although the NSWPP does not ordinarily sanction violations of the law, it nonetheless admires the ingenuity and daring of the 
authors of this plan. Any method of disseminating truthful news to the public is justified by the existenc~ of the controlled 
anti-White press in America. 

80th Birthday of the Fuehrer to be Celebrated 

April 20th will be the 80th birthday of Adolf Hitler. Commemoration of this date will be observed at National Headquarters.

Leaflet Sales Must Go Up 
An inventory of NS Publications sales for last month indicates a minor drop in the quantity of leaflets sold over earlier 
months. This is a surprising trend in view of the high quality leaflets produced by the NSWPP in the last six months. Un­
less a huge volume of leaflets is sold regularly, the Party will not be able to continue producing a steady stream of infor­
mative, new leaflets as it has been doing. More important, steady growth of the Party in terms of new personnel can not 
be anticipated unless a constantly growing number of new people is introduced to the Party through its literature. 

Members and Supporters are reminded again of their responsibility to distribute large quantities of literature in their lo­
calities. If you failed to carry out regular distributions of Party literature, resolve to work this important activity into your 
schedule. 

Activity of the Month 

By this time you will have received the current issue of the Party newspaper, White Power. The quality of this issue is 
unsurpassed by any other publication of its kind among revolutionary political movements. This month's activity is a sub­
scription drive for White Power. Enclosed you will find six blanks for signing up new subscribers. These should be used 
during April Additional subscription blanks will be sent to those who sign up more than six readers. Here are some sug­
gestions on selling subscriptions as well as bulk quantities of the newspaper: 

(I) Canvass your friends and relatives for those interested in subscribing. 

(2) Pick a White residential neighborhood which is being encroached upon by Negroes. Sell single copies 
of the newspaper door-to-door in that neighborhood. Before selling newspapers door-to-door, it may be 
found advantageous to "soften up" the residents with a distribution of leaflets such as "Special Rights for 
Black Savages." One week later, go back to the same neighborhood and offer to sign up those who bought 
a single issue with a year's subscription. Point out that they can save $ 1.00 by subscribing now as the price 
goes from $2.00 to $3.00 with the next issue. Bulk quantities can be bought at the price of 10 for $1.00, 
100 for $7.50, or 1,000 for $50.00 for those selling newspapers door-to-door. Call your local police de­
partment or city attorney's office to find out if there are any permits required to sell newspapers. 

(3) With a large quantity of newspapers, go to the most popular movie in your town for the nine o'clock 
Saturday feature. As the movie-goers wait in line to get their tickets, or as they come out of the theatre, sell 
papers to them. To those who buy a newspaper from you, point out that they can subscribe by filling out 
the subscription form on the last page if they would like to receive White Power regularly. 

(4) Sell bulk qunatities of the newspaper to local bookstores. A great many pitpers have been sold in Wash­
ingtgn, D. C. to "liberal" book stores which also sell a disproportionate amount of left-wing, race-mixing 
trash. Book stores will only pay half price for the.paper, which will necessitate your buying quantities of 
100 for $7.50 or more in order for you to break even.
