Special Reports on Hi!tl School Activities 

On December 22, 23 and 24 the NSWPP spon• 
sored an around-the-clock vigil in front of the 
White House demanding the release of Rudolf 
Hess. During the 72-hour demonstration, Na­
tional Socialists stood with a huge sign bearing 
a picture of Hess with the wording FREEDOM 
FOR RUDOLF HESS- PRl:5ONER OF PEACE. 
Passers-by were given literature explaining the 
facts of Hess' imprisonment-facts which are un­
available to them in the Jewish-democratic press. 

In spite of the biting cold, the vigil was passed by 
a surprisingly large number of people. The nation­
al Christmas tree (displayed at the White House) 
drew significant crowds which passed the site of 
the demonstration. The local and national press 
managed to blanket out all news of the vigil, al­
though Hess was in the news around that time 
because of his transfer from Spandau Prison to a 
hospital and the brief visit he was finally permitted 
with his wife and son. The press was undoubtedly 
caught "looking the other way" by many people 
who passed the vigil and expected to see a write-up 
on it in the Washington papers. 

In many cities across the country ~ational Social­
ists made a special effort to call public attention to 
the injustice of Hess' imprisonment through liter­
ature distributions. In some localities, petitions 
were used to interest people in helping the Hess 
cause. 

National Socialists who are high school students or who've been working closely with high school.students 
are asked to prepare a special repor.t on the activities, and propaganda which have been successful in their 
organizing among students.
