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"The so-called 'intelligentsia' always looks down with a really 
limitless condescension on anyone who has not been dragged 
through the obligatory schools and had the necessary knowl­
edge pumpec into him. The question has never been: What 
are the man's abilities? but: What has he learned? To these 
'educated' people the biggest blockhead, if he is wrapped in 
enough diplomas, is worth more than the brightest boy who 
happens to lack these precious wrappings."

Organizational Meeting Held in Baltimore 

Commander Koehl spoke at an organizational meeting of National Socialists in Baltimore 
on 23 January. The Commander was accompanied by National Organizer William Kir­
stein and Party Business Manager Richard Saunders. 

The Commander described the effects of rising unemployment on the White working man 
and showed the potential this represented for the National Socialist movement, especially 
in the larger industrial areas. He declared that America's chronic economic difficulties 
were an inevitable result of the materialistic greed engendered by stock-market democ­
racy, and called for a revolutionary alternative based on racial idealism. 

The Commander also analyzed the power 
struggle in America today. He empha­
sized that real power was held by organ­
ized Jewry and its allies, and declared 
the real enemy of White Power was Jew 
power. He said Black Power was little 
more than a rhetorical term and would 
be nothing more as long as there was an 
Aryan majority in the United States. 

Other speakers at the meeting spoke on 
the Leadership Principle,. and contrasted 
the pessimistic, defeatist syndrome of 
right-wing organizations with the dy­
namic, activist attitude of the National 
Socialist movement--a fundamental dif­
ference, which placed the Party in the 
forefront of the fight for White Power. Commander speaking in Baltimore 

The meeting ended with the singing of the Party Battle song before a Swastika banner 
lit up by a burning crucible! (Every true National Socialist should know the words of 
the Battle Song by heart.

National Organizer Railr:oaded ! 

A jury of seven Blacks and five Whites on 5 February found National Organizer Bill Kir­
stein guilty of assault stemming from activities on 3 October (See NS Bulletin #71), 
when he moved to prevent an anti-NS policeman from severely injuring Troop Leader 
Richard Biederman. 

The prosecution presented only one witness--the offending officer himself--and its case 
lasted only 20 minutes: The rest of the time--over two days--was,taken by the testimony 
of defense witnesses, including two not associated with the Party, but who saw and took 
photos of the policeman assaulting Troop Leader Biederman. 

During the major portion of its delibera­
tions, the jury was deadlocked. But when 
the jurors finally re-entered the court­
room, the "foreman"--the stupidest, 
blackest one of all--rose from his seat 
and mumbled incoherently, "We find the 
defendant guilty. " In an unusual move, 
sentence was passed immediately. 

A maximum fine of $500 was imposed 
plus six-month's suspended j a i 1 ti me 
plus three-year's probation! 

The judge refused point- blank to allow 
more than several weeks--by 5 March-­
in which to pay the entire amount. .After 
that time, if the fine isn't paid, National 
Organizer Kirstein will be thrown to the 
tender mercy of the Black savages who 
make up 99% of the D. C. jail! 

Because of some rather heavy expenses 
the Party has incurred in recent months, 
and with a substantial portion of Party 
funds already tied up on several import­
ant projects, it will be very difficult to 
raise the necessary sum. The only thing 
we can do is ask every National Socialist 
comrade to join in a special effort to 
keep Bill Kirstein out of jail.
