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"(The SA) must not assemble in secret, but march under the open skies and 
in that way be directed in activity which would destroy absolutely all legends 
about a 'secret organization."'

The Congress: A Reaffirmation of Faith! 

Over 150 delegates from 33 states attended the Third Annual North American Congress of the 
National Socialist White People's Party held in Northern Virginia 4-5 September. 

On the theme "Win Revolutionary Victories with Hitler and Rockwell," Commander Koehl addressed 
the opening session by stressing the importance of a complete dedication to the principles of Adolf 
Hitler and Lincoln Rockwell. He said that before one could even claim to bea National Socialist, he 
must first recognize the importance of these men, and especially understand the role of Lincoln Rock­
well in the revival of the Movement. He further commented on the enormous task facing us in Amer­
ica. "If National Socialism came to power in any other area of the world," he declared," the re­
sources of this nation, now in the hands of our racial enemies, would be used against it. Only here 
in America can we hope to spark the flames of a National Socialist world revival!" • 

The Commander then discussed the National Socialist world-view. He pointed out that we National 
Socialists have the only philosophy with a true revolutionary world-view, describing both Capitalism 
and Communism as throwbacks to the 19th century. "National Socialism, on the other hand, is 
based on racial idealism and is in a political sphere all its own," he said; 

William Kirstein concluded the morning session with a speech on "Lincoln Rockwell's Contribution 
to National Socialism." In his remarks, he pointed out that were it not for Lincoln Rockwell, there 
would be no NS movement today. "Were it not for him," he explained, "National Socialism would 
have died out in the burning ashes of Berlin to live only as a memory in the hearts and minds of the 
faithful." 

The afternoon session began with local reports followed by an address by Commander Koehl on the 
"Pan-Aryan Role of National Socialism." In his remarks he pointed out that our "nationalism" is 
not defined by geographic boundaries, but by race! He said that nothing less than a White world-view 
could stem the tide of the ever-advancing forces of Jewish Marxism and racial death. 

Opening the evening session, William Kirstein spoke on "Advancing to Revolutionary Action," 
emphasizing the importance of direct action and confrontation with the enemy. He also pointed 
out that National Socialists, unlike the reactionary "right," look beyond the next election and George 
Wallace. "We've got to flush..fil!_the front men of the System and always think in terms of preparing 
fot the coming revolution," he said. He concluded by discussing some practical organizational prob­
lems, including the establishment of White Power Messages and bookstores. 

The evening session was then concluded with a showing of the immortal NS film classic, "Triumph 
of the Will." 



On Sunday mornil")g, Joseph Tommasi addressed himself to "The Special Mission of the Party." 
Blasting institutional politics as well as right-wing reactionaries, he proclaimed that only the National 
Socialist movement was capable of winning fighting young activists. William Kirstein then spoke on 
the "Struggle Against Deviationism," pointing out that the most important fight the Party will ever 
wage is not against our racial enemies (for the struggle against them only makes us stronger for 
inevitable victory), but against those who appear as our friends, and then set about to destroy the 
Party from within! "One such individual was among us last year," he said. "Such swine deserve 
our deepest contempt, far beyond anything we feel against any race-traitor!!" • 

After adjourning for an outdoor rally that afternoon, the Congress reconvened in the evening for for­
mal ceremonies, which began with the playing of the Badenweiler March. Special ceremonies, in­
cluding a consecration of the Nuremberg martyrs and a special memorial tribute to Lincoln Rock­
well were followed by the Commander's.concluding address. 

In his remarks the Commander reaffirmed Party principles as laid forth by Lincoln Rockwell and 
stated that the Congress showed, once again, the inner vitality and strength of the Movement. In 
further illustration of this strength, he pointed out that whil other groups represent the fat and 
waste of the American body politic, the Party represents solid muscl~, the best of our race! He 
then called on all National Socialists present to leave the historic assembly with renewed spirit to 
fight harder for even greater victories! 

101 Stormtroops March!! 

On the afternoon of September 5 in the largest show of force in the Party's history, over ONE HUN­
DRED Stormtroopers marched through Washington, D.C. past the White House, and on to L'Enfant 
Park where the afternoon rally was held. 

The troopers assembled across from the Lincoln Memorial where they were greeted by large numbers 
of tourists and newsmen who were waiting to witness the historic event. 

After a brief inspection and address from Commander Koehl, the column moved up Constitution 
Avenue to the surprise and awe of hundreds of out-of-town motorists! The troopers turned up 17th 
Street past the Executive Office Building to Pennsylvania Avenue, and the residence of Mr. Nixon. 
Police cars patrolled nervously back and forth, and authorities, surprisingly outnumbered by more 
than three to one, stood by helplessly as the ST marched past the White House! Capt. William Kira. 
stein, pointing to the building, shouted "There's wh~,e that race-mixing swine lives! Let's give it to 
him! We want ... " "WHITE POWER," the troops responded! "We want .. '.WHITE POWER, we want 
... WHITE POWER!!" 

The ST arrives! -
The march then turned down 15th Street and continued up Constitution Avenue to L'Enfant Park, 
the site of the rally. Speakers at the rally included Commander Koehl, Dan Dexter, Joseph Tom­
masi and Douglas Kaye. William Kirstein acted as chairman. In his remarks, the Commander spoke 
of the forced busing of White children to blackboard jungles all over the country. "These insane 
criminals trying to foist racial death on us have got to be stopped - by any means that may be 
necessary!" he proclaimed. He then described the Party's intentions of sending school buses South 
filled with Party organizers urging Whites to boycott busing! Dan Dexter spoke on three important 



aspects of National Socialism. In reviewing some of what was discussed at earlier sessions of the 
Congress, he pointed out that National Socialism's "nationalism" is 1ace center.e_d and transcends 
arbitrary geographic boundaries. "National Socialism, then is nationalism in its highest expressiot1," 
he said, "a loyalty and committment to one's own racial interests." Addressing himself to the many 
students listening, he showed that the spiritual dedication and will to power that motivates each 
National Socialist was the Movement's assurance of inevitable victory! Finally, he declared that 
because the Party views man as a part of nature and therefore subject to her laws, only it can right 
the wrongs created by those who falsely assume man as a conqueror of nature. 

Joseph Tommasi, also speaking to the youth, told them that they !ep~esent the future! "You may 
think it's a lot of fun tripping out now on drugs, but the day will come when you'll either straighten 
up and be with us, or be DEAD - totally eaten up by drugs or killed by some nigger!" he exclaimed. 

Douglas Kaye then exposed the phoney "New Left" as a front for big business and money interests. 
"We're the only true revolutionaries," he said, "so Jerry Rubin and Abbie Hoffman get you to throw 
a brick - so what? These Jew coward never get involved themselves, and laught at you all the way 
to the bank!" ·• • 

The meeting was concluded by William Kirstein who discussed highlights of the Party program, and then 
strongly urged all White's present to join the Movement and figh~ for White Power!
