Gov. Linwood Holton, however, was at the state capitol. Refusing to come out of his office and meet the Com­
mande_r, he made a weak excuse and dispatched an aide.

New Y or~ newspapers have run screaming headlines over the incident and 
National Headquarters has been besieged with inquiries and interviews as a result. Though threatened by a Jew 
lynch mob,:Mi. Kerr has been undeterred. • • 

Dave Kerr also0participated "in a campaign with other local activists to get a number of pro-White.books on the 
shelves qf Brightwaters Public Library. Although they succeeded in getting these books into the South Shore 
Library, a subsidiary of the Long Island-Suffolk Cooperative Library System, the Brightwaters Library refused 
them. According to its director: "The freedom to read. ls essential to our democrary. It is continually under 
attack ... " Tlie directors of the Brightwaters Library categorically refused the material because they would 
"never accept PcUblications of a Nazi nature, whether or not they were free."

"Wow, look what I bought - a super-duper, fully automatic Albanian assault rifle!" ''That's nothing, I have TWO 
genuine, certified Czechoslovakian howitzers with detachable grenade launchers!" 

While gun buffs such as these waste their time in endless hours of idle DANGEROUS ccfnversation about the illegal 
hardware they've acquired "for the coming revolution," the National Socialist White Peoples Party - with its end­
less string of political successes - is already in the process of making the revolution! Not one of these screwball 
fetishists will go out on a ieaflet distribution, or participate in a simple . picket or rally or risk their necks and 
liberties in a real-live confrontation with the enemy in the streets. Yet they try to palm off the notion that 
they're actually doing something by buying stockpiles of illegal weapons. 

l'he keeping of small arms to defend one's life and home is fine. But you would think that the imprisonment of 
one .prominent political leader should be enough to bring even the most rabid gun fetishist to the sobering realiza­
tlon that the road to political power does not b~gin, with stockpiling costly supplies of exotic military hardware 
in basement cellars and weed patches, but rather with political involvement and activism, IMMEDIATE confronta­
tion with the enemy in the streets and inspiring the masses through heroic example.
