Commander Replies To Kahane's Hot Air 

The October, 1972 issue of Playboy magazine carried a long interview with Rabbi Meir Kahane, the kosher 
king-pin of the Jewish Defense League, a rather comical group ot gefilte goons whose favorite slogan is, "Jews 
are smarter!" 

Kahane's basic message in the interview was that hard times would soon visit American Jewry and they'd better 
get ready for the ordeal. (The NSWPP has been saying the same thing for quite some time.) Kahane made it 
apparent to the reader that the rise of a strong National Socialist movement in America, in response to the unsolved 
racial, political, and economic problems of the country, is a very real possibility. 

He then turned to the Party itself, and threatened to murder the Commander and oth-:r Party officials, claiming 
that "not to assassinate such a person would be one of the most immoral .courses I could imagine." 

Invited by Playboy to provide a letter of response, the Commander sent the following reply, which is reproduced 
here from the January issue. 

Swastika Constitutional, Says CCLU 

Comrade Fred Sherwood of Bridgeport, Conn,, reports ·a new 
success in the Party's campaign to legally asse1t its rights in the 
sphere of local organizing, demonstrations, etc. 

The attempt by local politicians and public officials to arbitrarily 
suppress National Socialist activities and deny National Socialists 
the elementary rights guaranteed in the Constitution was declared 
indefensible by the Connecticut Civil Liberties Union. 

For years, the hypocritical servants of the system have allowed 
open treason to be flaunted in the faces of ,Americans without 
a whimper of protest, while denying National Socialists their 
right to appear in public wearing the Swastika in support of 
A111erica and the White race. 

On 9 December, a vigil was held for Rudolf Hess in front of 
the United States Court House in Bridgeport. The demonstra­
tion was organized by Comrade Sherwood. Team Leader 
Richard Biederman led a contingent of National Socialists from 
Philadelphia who also participated in the Bridgeport demon­
stration.

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Chicago National Socialists Hold Ru_dolf Hess Vigil 

A vigil for Rudolf Hess was also held in Chicago on 9 December, in front of the Chicago Tribune building. 

Comrade Michael Szipronat reports that the demonstration was very well received by the public. The vigil was 
held exactly where the Santa Claus parade was to pass, and so received wide public attention. 

One obnoxious Jew, inflamed by the open display of National Socialism, attempted to cause a scene. A crowd 
began to gather as the hysterical hebe stamped, shouted, and screamed, running back and forth and gesticulating 
wildly as he worked himself up into a frenzy of Talmudic hatred, raving about the mythical "Six Million Barbecued 
Jews".

be in a position similar to that 
of the 'Wallace movement in 
1968 in terms of the support we· 
are able to gather klgether. 

"Now that is eight years from 
now. That doesn't mean we will 
be in power at that time. Bvt 
conditions will have ripened and 
our own internal growth will 
Jiave reached a point where we 
can address ourselves to those 
ronditions.'' 

The party will come to power 
peacefully, legally. at the ballot 
box. Hilter did, said Koehl. So 
will Koehl. 

But afterwards some changes 
will have to be made. 

"One of the first things we are 
going to have to do is to have a 
constitutional convention to 
straighten things out again in 
this country," Koehl said. "We 
have gotten off the track since 
the original Constitution was 
written back in 1787 or '89. 

"There have bee a lot of 

amendments tacked on to the 
original document which have 
changed the original meaning. 
For ~xample, in the original Con­
stitution it stated that the Negro 
was just three-fifths of a person 

Article I, section 2. Amend­
ments were thrown in after the 
Civil War, at bayonet point be­
fore a prostrate South, which 
made blacks citizens. 

"One of the first things we are 
going to do is disenfranchise 

blacks and nonwhites, and by 
constitutional process, and we 
are going to reaffirm the origi­
nal purpose of the Constitution 
in making only white people citi• 
zens. 

"There are a number of other 
places I think we could make 
modifications. I would like to see 
a strong executive department. 
We believe in the leadership 
principle. Now today there are 
very few men, if any, in gov­
ernment who have any attitude 
at all of responsibility, of person­
al responsibility, for the job they 
are doing. 

_"Every man is going to be re­
sponsible for the job they are 
doing. Every man is going to be 
responsible ·for the work with 
which he is entrusted. That has 
got to be made a constitutional 
principle. 

"'The legislative branch will 
fulfill its basic purpose of draft­
ing legislation. However. I feel 
that what we want is govern­
ment of and by the best. We 
don't want government like to­
day that has degenerated into a 
cheap popularity contest." 1

"Our goal," said Koeh1, ''i• 
establish white power in Amt. i­
ca. We believe this is essentially 
a white people's country, with 
white people in the majority and 
that white people ought to run 
it. 

"Our whole idea, National So­
cialism, is based on race. That is 
the way we evaluate any prob­
lem, whether it be social, politi• 
cal, economic, cultural. What is 
good for the (White) Race?" 

All of America's problems, 
even pollution, have racial ori­
gin, he said. 

"To deal with them," he said, 
"requires a separation of the 
races and a clear-cut understand­
ing that this is a white man's 
country.

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National Secretary Speaks over Washington D.C. Radio 

On 3 December the National:.;Secretary, Robert Homan, appeared on the Buzz Burkey radio program, "Dialogue". 

Lt. Homan had been invited after a radio poll indicated that the majority of Mr. Burkey's listeners wanted to hear 
the National Socialist viewpoint. The National Secretary first described the Party and its program briefly, and then 
for the next two hours answered call-in questions. Although the usual number of "gassed" Jews called in to relate 
their tearful experiences at the hands of the nasty Nazis at Auschwitz, many callers, including a few Blacks, affirmed 
the negative role the Jew has played in American history. 

Expecting an irrational, ranting bigot, Mr. Burkey and many of his listeners were surprised by the logic of the National 
Socialist world view and the array of facts and figures presented concerning the Jewish and Black problems in this country. 

The reaction of the Jews to Lt. Roman's appearance was so great that Mr. Burkey, now the chastised liberal, literally 
apologized for the program the next week. A "Jewish authority" was supposed to appear at that time to refute 
"Nazi hate", but never appeared. 
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A Note of Thanks 

The response to the Fall Building Campaign was greater this year than ever before. Your generous contributions to the 
Commander's appeal are enabling the Party to undertake many new projects it could not otherwise pursue. 

The response to the Legal Fund has also been gratifying. Thanks to the legal steps the Party was able to take due to 
an improved financial situation, the charges against five National Socialists who were arrested last August 31 for 
defending the Baltimore headquarters against attack have been dropped. 

Unlike the Fall Building Campaign, the Legal Fund will remain a year-round appeal. We still have several court cases, 
including the costly court fight going on in the United States Court of Appeals for the Fourth Circuit in which we're 
contesting Judge Lewis' decision denying the use of public school facilities and auditoriums to National Socialists in 
Arlington. 

The Commander is personally contesting the anti-Swastika statute in Miami Beach and faces the possibility of 90 days 
in jail and $500 fine if his appeal is denied. As before, the outcome of these and several other cases the Party is 
involved in depends upon the direct support we receive from the rank-and-file. 

New Staff Changes in Arlington 

Commander Koehl has announced several inter-department transfers in the National Headquarters staff. Group Leader 
Floyd Juillard, formerly in charge of NS Publications, will become the Party business manager. 

Mr. Juillard will be succeeded in the publications department by Storm trooper Joseph Bishop, a long-time Party activist from 
Seattle. ST Bishop has served on the staff at National Headquarters for the past 18 months, and has assisted GL Juillard with the 
publications and mailings. A veteran of many demonstrations and confrontations with our racial enemies, ST Bishop holds the 
Medal of Merit for participating in the Battle of Flamingo Park in Miami during the Republican Convention last August. As a 
part of the famous Operation Beachead, Commander Koehl led a 22-man contingent in an assault on a Communist sound plat­
form in Red-held Flamingo Park, and held it for almost two hours against repeated assaults. 

The WHITE POWER newspaper will be edited from now on by Party Comrade Harold Covington, a native of North Carolina. 
Comrade Covington has been with the NSWPP since April of 1972. He has served in the United States Army, but was discharged 
in September, 1972, for his National Socialist activities while stationed in Hawaii. He spent one month in Los Angeles with Lt. 
Joe Tommasi before coming to the WHITE POWER staff in Arlington. Covington will replace TL William Grimstad, who is 
currently on leave. Grimstad will return to National Headquarters in several months to head up a new NS recordings department. 

Party Business Manager Transferred to Florida 

Team Leader Richard Saunders, former Party business manager, has left Arlington with his wife and two sons for his home state 
of Florida. Saunders, who was with the National Headquarters staff for two years, will be active in local organizing in the 
Sunshine State, a growing area for National Socialist activism. 

Commander Koehl and the entire Arlington unit would like to commend TL Saunders on the outstanding performance of his 
duties which characterized his stay at NHQ. We wish him the best of luck in his new NS endeavors.

Stormtrooper Joseph Bishop would like to express his thanks and his appreciation for the many cards and inquiries regarding his 
recent shooting accident. On November 28, ST Bishop was returning a Party weapon to its rack when th~ firearm, an M_-1 .
