Commander Visits Cleveland And Chicago 

On 2 June, Commander Koehl spoke to a local gathering of Party comrades in Chicago. 

The Commander spoke on the unique role of Adolf Hitler in not only halting the forces of decadence and death -if only 
temporarily-at the eleventh hour, but also in giving Aryan Man a revolutionary, live-saving Idea ~swell as the mighty Move­
ment for the fulfillment of that Idea. 

After the meeting Commander Koehl discussed with local comrades some of the particular problems involved in advancing 
the Cause in the Windy City and helped plan a program of stepped-up activity for the Chicago unit. 

On 3 June, the Commander accompanied by a local Stormtroop contingent appeared on radio station WGLD in Chicago. The 
program called Tom Cassidy's "Access Show" was taped an"d lasted one hour. It was playe~ on the air on 10 June. 

On 8 June, the Commander appeared in Cleveland on the George Forbes call-in program on station WERE. Forbes, the Black 
city-council president tried in vain to discredit the National Socialist ideology. The Commander did an excellent job in handling 
Forbes and answering questions from interested callers. 

The program lasted for three and a half hours and reached thousands of White listeners. 

On 9 June, the Commander reviewed the local ST contingent in Cleveland and swore in a number of new troopers. 

Also while he was in Cleveland, the Commander at the request of Casey Kalemba restored him to active duty as Group Leader 
and Cleveland Unit Leader. • At the same time GL Richard Biederman who has headed the Cleveland unit was transferred 
back to National Head-quarters. 

JDL Put To Rout By L.A. Stormtroopers 

On 14 June, Captain Joseph Tommasi and four Storm­
troopers battled with and put to rout approximately 
15 members of the Jewish Defense League outside of 
a Los Angeles television station. 

The JDL earlier swore that Captain Tommasi would 
not speak on KTLA TV's George Putnam "Talk 
Back" show to which he had been invited, 
and the JDL "displayed" their three-to-one odds in 
their favor to prove it. 

However the ineffectiveness of the JDL was soon to 
become apparent as Captain Tommasi and the four 
troopers began giving out black eyes and swollen 
Hebe noses left and right. 

Court Victory For Chicago National Socialist 

On 1 June, Lt. Cedric Syrdahl made his court appear­
ance on disorderly conduct charges stemming from an 
earlier ST demonstration in Chicago when a horde ol .. 
Jews gathered to celebrate the so-called Warsaw ghetto 
victims. In the demonstration, the Lieutenant was 
brutally beaten bv a pro-Zionist policeman. (See Bulletin 
No. 132)

As Lt. Syrdahl stepped into the courtroom he was amazed'. to find the courtroom packed with wall-to-wall Jews and niggers. 

The prosecutor seeing that he had no case to go on;immediately dropped all charges against Lt. Syrdahl. At this.point the Jew 
judge,who was confident of a guiltyverdict,leaped from his berich and screamed insults·at the Lieutenant. 

Lt. Syrdahl elated at the outcome of histrial,is still recovering from injuries sustained at the earlier ST demonstration. 

St .. Louis Activists Attend Chicago Meeti~g; Lay Wreath 

On 2 June, comrades from the St. Louis area attended a meeting with Party activists in Chicago. There they met with Commander 
Koehl and discussed with him plans for future activities.in their area. 

The Chicago meeting filled them with inspiration and left them with valuable advice. 

On 9 June, the first public uniformed ST demonstration took place in St. Louis. The ST l~id a wreath in front of the plaque 



for fallen policemen located inside the St. Louis Police Department headquarters. The wreath was dedicated to all White 
policemen who had fallen in the line of duty. 

The St. Louis unit has been distributing a tremendous amount of literature and White Power newspapers in addition to hold­
ing regular Party meetings.

One idea which comrades in many areas around the country have had is, attending regularly their city council meetings-in 
uniform. 

Attending such local meetings are comrades from areas including Cleveland, Milwaukee, Green Bay, Bridgeport and other 
cities. 

This tactte is good for ( 1) Keeping an eye on local government, (2) gaining a better understanding of local government for the 
purpose of eventually running candidates for office, and (3) publicity and general public display of our concern for 
local issues. 

The landmark court decision in Cleveland has shown what dividends can be reaped from this sort of activity. In that case local 
comrades took the Cleveland city council to court over their ban on swastikas at public meetings. 

This resulted in a Party court victory 
setting a precedent for the whole 
country, plus garnering publicity for 
the Party. (On the landmark court 
decision, see Bulletin No. 126) 

One other important activity to 
make more White people aware of 
the Party is to increase the circula­
tion of White Power newspaper. The 
newspapers can be handed out or 
sold on the streets for profit. The 
important thing is that more news­
papers get out to the public. 

Certain individuals and Party units 
have not being doing their share in 
promoting this extremely important 
mouthpiece for the Party.The Chicago 
unit is doing more than their share 
by distributing 2,000 copies of the 
paper every month, in addition to 
their very large distributions of Party 
leaflets.

This applies especially to the hair, sideburns, 
mustaches and uniforms of male delegates. The standazd for hair length is as follows: hair is to be no more than three inches 
on top, evenly tapered off to a shadow on the sides and back, with sideburns not extending below the lower opening of the 
ear. Under no circumstances is the hair to touch the ear or the collar. Mustaches are to be neatly trimmed, and are not to 
extend below the corner of the mouth. All male delegates are otherwise to be clean-shaven, although an exception may be 
ma.de in the case of elderly delegates with well-groomed beards. .
