Three-Year Plan Now Past Half-way Mark! 
Thanks to the tremendous response of Party supporters throughout the Nation, the Three-Year Plan surged 
ahead during the month of April with a total of $3,824.36. Of this, $993.93 was raised before the special 
appeal, and $2,830.43 after the appeal, making our new total $47,732.70. Comrades from 29 states and four 
foreign countries gave money to the Plan during this 30-day period. 

Despite this great response, the Three-Year Plan is still lagging behind nearly $7,000. With. only one year left 
to our target date of 20 April, 1978, we have raised only 54% of our goal of $88,888. We should have raised 
61 %, or $54,222, by this time. In order to get caught up we must raise over $10,000 to meet our goal of 
14,000 by 16 July. 

If all comrades would endeavor to give money to the Plan on a regular monthly basis instead of just when a 
special appeal is made, it would help greatly. 

Another factor to consider is the ;tpproach of summer. Ordinarily Party contributions decline during the summe 
months, as people take time off for their vacations. Be sure to plan ahead, so that you don't neglect the Cause 
in your planning. It would be helpful to make your donation before your vacation. If you are a bit short right 
now, perhaps you could consider applying for a low-interest loan from the credit union at the company where 
you work. 

Enclosed with this Bulletin you will find the reproduction of the cover of a recent issue of Interracial, a maga­
zine openly working to promote White/Black marriages. Look at the picture on it very carefully. Read the 
"letter from the President" on the back. These scum are working night and day to push race-mixing. They 
are sparing no expense to spread their interracial filth. Are we National Socialists going to do less? Of course, 
there may be some who call themselves National Socialists who would rather complain than do anything about 
the problem. They would rather put forth the excuse that they cannot afford to help out more. Many times 
this is the case, but other times this is just a hollow excuse. Each National Socialist should ask himself not 
whether he can afford to give more to the Three-Year Plan, but whether he can afford not to! Look at the 
wedding picture of that charming interracial couple once again - and then make your decision. 

We realize the burden this places on everyone, but it is absolutely necessary for the Party to have this financial 
base if we are to succeed in the difficult months and years ahead.

Soul-stirring ceremonies at an_ outdoor location were led by the Commander, which included a march by the 
Stormtroops, an address by the Commander and the lighting of a tremendous bonfire. 

CHICAGO: Comrades gathered.on 20 April, the Leader's birthday, to view the National Socialist film masterpiece, Triumph of 
the Will.

April 30, 1945 - April 29, 1977 

On 29 April of this year Party Comrade Richard Johanson, who 
was serving as Corresponding Secretary at National Headquarters, 
was killed in an automobile accident outside Arlington. Comrade 
Johansonwas born in Oakland, Calif., on 30 April, 1945, where 
he grew up. After high school, he attended the University of 
California at Berkeley, where he earned a baccalaureate in zoology. 
Following graduation, he worked as a security officer, a sales-
man, and a school instructor in Northern California. Five years 
ago, he joined the National Socialist White People's Party, and 
from that time, until his death, he was a dedicated, loyal and 
persistent fighter in Matt Koehl's army. 

Comrade Johanson is perhaps best known for his race for San 
Francisco school board last November, when he won nearly 
8,800 votes, the highest vote-total ever received by a Party can­
didate. Shortly after the election, he relocated to Party National 
Headquarters, where he worked until his death. 

We will miss Comrade Johanson in the days and years to come, but we will never forget him.
