Their initials are listed on 

Party Answers Smears 
The Party is constantly being smeared in the Jewish-controlled news media, in one manner or another. Many times these 

smears are outright lies, deliberately calculated to give our fellow White Americans a negative impression of us. Other smears 

are simply the result of shoddy reporting and poor research on the part of the mass media - which, in any case, is not overly 

concerned with truth and facts. 

Usually the Party is given absolutely no opportunity to answer its critics. Recently, for example, the Washington Star ran 

an editorial denouncing the Party as (among other things) unAmerican. We wrote a Jetter to the paper answering this charge. 

A number of letters to the editor on this editorial were printed by the Star - but the Party's was not among them. As usual, 

we had been attacked by the media, and were given no opportunity to defend ourselves. 

It can easily be imagined, then how pleased we were when two chances to respond to our detractors were offered to us ~n the 

second half of February. l , 
In the first instance, WHITE POWER editor Martin Kerr was allowed to respond to the charge made on a New York City radio 

broadcast that the Party is made up of "kooks, jerks and idiots." Comrade Kerr's rebuttal, made on 17 Feb., is reproduced 

here. 

In the second instance, a Milwaukee television station showed films of Milwaukee ST men while describing the activities of a 

"Nazi"-like splinter group from another city. Milwaukee Unit II contacted the station in question, and demanded that they 

air a retraction - which they did. 

(On January 27, 197 8, on the Alex Bennett program braodcast over WMCA 
radio in New York, Alex Bennett descrihPd Party members as being "'kooks, 
jerks and idiots." The following is the Party's rebuttal to that statement,

National Socialists Picket Porno Shop 
A dozen National Socialist_s from the National Head­
quarters area picketed a pornography shop in Washing­
ton, D.C., on 18 Feb. The'shop is located on 'M' Street 
in the heart of the fashionable Georgetown area, which 
has become the favorite stomping grounds for the deca­
dent bourgeoisie and corrupt politicians of our nation's 
capital. Just a few minutes' drive from the White Ho:use, 
Congress, the Supreme Court and many national monu­
ments, this porno parlor deals in ·obscene materials of 
the must disgusting variety, including those glorifying 
interracial sex.

ACTIVITIES IN BRIEF 
• A videotaped interview of National Headquarters staff member Harold Mantius was supposed to be aired over the George 

Washington University television station on 27 Feb. However, the local chapter of the "Committee Against Racism" (a front 
group for the Progressive Labor Party) threatened violence if the interview was televised as planned. The cowardly "program 
board" of the station then backed down in the face of the Reds' threats and refused to air the show. The story has a happy 
ending, though: The entire text of the interview was printed, word for word with no deletions, in the next issue of the Univer­
sity's newspaper, Hatchet. Thanks to the threats of the Reds, and the cowardice of the program board of the station, many 
more students were exposed to the Party's viewpoints and in a more lasting manner than had originally been planned . 

• Activists from National "Headquarters and the surrounding area held a special literature distribution on 28 Feb. The Na­
tional Socialists hand delivered complimentary copies of WHITE POWER to the office of each representative and senator in 
the Senate and House of Representatives Office buildings in Washington, D.C. National and international news media housed 
in the National Press Building also received hand delivered copies of the Party paper.

THE FUNDAMENTALS OF SUCCESSFUL PROPAGANDA - Part 2 
In the last issue of the bulletin we discussed the basic rules of propaganda (simplicity and repetition), and the need to apply 
them in a concentrated manner. In the next few issues, we would like to show how to apply these abstract principles in 
practice to local organization and activism. . 
Before beginning a propaganda ~ampaign, local activists should sit down and plan the campaign thoroughly. They should not 
dash off in a burst of enthusiasm striking out in twenty different locations on a dozen different issues. Rather, they must se­
lect a specific location and determine what issues can be exploited by the Party best in this area. Many times, a location will 
be selected simply because the situation there offers a great opportunity to make Party propaganda. 
Here are the five first steps in mounting any propaganda offensive, whether in an area with no organized Party unit or in an 
area with an operating Party unit: • 

l. List the resources at your command. 
2. Pick a suitable target area. 
3. Decide on the issues you wish to hit, and how you wish to treat them. 
4. Consider the obstacles in your way. 
5. Work out a "game plan" of how to run your propaganda campaign. 

Let us imagine a very tiny group of Official Supporters - say, two or three of them - in a large or medium size American 
city that has no local Party unit. How should they go about promoting the Party and getting a unit formed?

First of all, before they actually do anything, they should sit down and think. They should list their resources: .the number 
of people they have available for activities, the amount of money they are willing to put into a local propaganda campaign, 
and any other miscellaneous factors. 
Then they should consider just what it is they are trying to do. They should consider the obstacles they will be facing. Since 
they have very limited resources, they will have to make sure their initial goals are likewise very limited. 
It is usually best to pick out a single geographic area, and concentrate all activities within it. A unit in a large city should 
single out a specific neighborhood. Other units may wish to concentrate on an entire town. The key here is not to bite off 
more than you can chew. Three activists in a city of several hundred thousand will be wasting their time if they don't con­
centrate all of their energies in a single locale. 
Once an area has been selected, the activists should try to determine what issue or issues will appeal to the local White popula­
tion. For example, a city with no Mexican aliens will not want to push the Party's "Close the Border!" stand. An area that 
is experiencing or menaced by busing or integration is a prime target area. In a farming area, the activists can support the farm­
ers' strike. Big cities are almost always concerned with Black crime. And so on. 
The point is to pick an area with a good White population that is in need of the Party to help it solve its problems. Generally 
speaking, middle class neighborhoods and towns (both white collar and blue collar) have proven to be the most receptive to 
Party propaganda. (Wealthy and upper middle class Whites usually do not feel threatened enough to turn to the radical al­
.(ernative that the Party offers. Residents of impoverished areas usually have more pressing concerns than revolutionary politics 
to deal with.) 
After all of this - after local activists have sat down to discuss what it is they want to do, what resources they have to do it 
with, and where they are going to start - then they are ready to begin their propaganda campaign.
