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vandalizing stores, religious centers and private
residences of Jews, Blacks, race-mixers, etc. Any
Party member, probationary member or Official
Supporter, or any full or probationary member of
the Stormtroops, the National Socialist Women’s
Organization or the National Socialist Youth Move-
ment, who engages in activities of this nature will
be summarily expelled from the Party and its aux-
. iliary formations.

The Commander went on to stress the importance of personal
involvement on the part of each individual comrade in the
Movement’s growth. He concluded by noting that we are
standing on the brink of a whole new age, unique in human
development and that future generations will look back
upon us as their forefathers.

Not by acts of petty harassment and vandalism,
but rather only by building a powerful White people’s
movement through winning the hearts and minds of
our racial brothers and sisters to National Socialism
will our Cause be successful.

ACTIVITIES IN BRIEF

® Activists from the Chicago Unit attended an anti-nuclear rally in downtown Chicago on 28 March, to make National Socialist
opposition to nuclear power known to the public. The NS presence was not gladly received by the Marxist organizers of the
event. The only incident occurred, however, when one brave Red grabbed a stack of leaflets being distributed by the Party com-
rades. With two National Socialists in hot pursuit, the Red decided that discretion was the better part of valor in this case and
ran to nearby police officers for protection. The Party’s attendance at this event was duly noted on the evening news.

@ Comrades in Northern California report receiving some news media coverage after conducting a special distribution of the
Party’s “On Crime and Punishment” leaflet to 150 sheriff’s deputies and 30 police officers. The comrades simply asked the
law enforcement agencies in their community if they would distribute the Party’s statement on crime and punishment to each
of their officers. The agencies agreed and local activists then supplied them with the number of leaflets needed.

® Comrades from units in Arlington, Charlottesville (Va.), Cleveland, Chicago, Milwaukee, Salem (Ore.) and the Northern New
Jersey-New York City area also report conducting organized literature distributions during March.

® Comrades from a number of Midwest locales pitched in to help White separatist Gerald Carlson in his campaign for Michigan’s
fourth congressional district during March. Besides those comrades who lived in the district itself and those who helped out
from nearby Detroit, National Socialists from the Cleveland and Chicago units joined in the effort. (Mr. Carlson—who is not a
member of the NSWPP—was defeated in his primary bid on 24 March. He came in fourth in a field of seven candidates, receiving
1.6 percent of the total vote.)

® National Organizer Martin Kerr was interviewed over radio station KNT (Seattle, Wash.) on 25 March.

® The WUNS headquarters in Europe reports that 10,000 copies of The Future Calls by Commander Koehl have been printed
to date in four languages (Danish, English, French and German). Additionally, a Spanish-language edition is now reparation.
(The Future Calls is available from NS Publications in Cicero for $1.)

® German World Union of National Socialists member Ernst Balke was sentenced to one year in prison by the Bonn treason
regime in March. Comrade Balke was found guilty of the “crime” of distributing NS propaganda materials in Occupied West
Germany. )

e A number of comrades had letters to the editor published in March. Comrade J.S. of Chicago had a letter printed in his
college newspaper describing the plight of Rudolf Hess and castigating Amnesty International for not coming to Comrade
Hess’ defense. National Organizer Martin Kerr had a letter to the Washington Star printed on 19 March. Comrade Kerr’s letter
dealt with the dwindling White birthrate in the U.S. and the prospect of this country becoming over 50 percent non-White
in the coming century. A lengthy letter from Comrade Kerr was also printed in the racialist journal Instauration in March,
which explained the differences between real National Socialists and Hollywood-style “Nazis.” This letter is reproduced on page
3 of this bulletin.
